eWhen assembling and attaching a unit item to this product, carefully read the instructions for the unit item before use. elf an outdoor-use unit item is attached to this product, do not use this product
indoors. eMake sure that there is no source of fire nearby when replacing the fuel canister or supplying fuel to heating equipment.

/AN WARNING / Misuse could result in serious injury or death.

eBefore using the product, check each part for abnormalities. If there are abnormalities, take the
product to the dealer or Snow Peak Customer Service for inspection or repair.

eCheck for any distortion in the legs.

eMake sure that the main unit and unit items have sufficiently cooled when performing unit replace-
ment or layout change. Otherwise, burns may result.

eDo not move this product while unit items are in use. Always remove the units before moving the
product.

eThe main unit and nearby areas may become hot under blazing sun or depending on the unit
items used. Use due caution to prevent burns.

eWhen using this product, ensure that load is applied evenly on the two legs. The load must not

exceed 30 kg / 66 Ibs.

eAlways be careful not to allow children to touch this product.

eDo not plant your hand on the tabletop to support standing up or sit on top of the table. It may
result in injuries and/or damage.

e\When assembling unit items that use fire, do not use this product under or near objects that easily
catch fire, such as tents, tarps, or over dry grass.

eMake sure that the legs are securely held in place with the support bars before use. (See the
section on the setup and storage) Also, make sure that the legs are correctly and properly open
on both sides during use.

eDo not alter this product. Doing so may damage functionality or reduce strength.

/AN CAUTION / Misuse could result in injury to the user and/or damage to property.

ePlease note that the powder coating may cause color migration to other products if the product is
strongly rubbed. Please be careful when transporting and handling this product.

eUse protective gear such as gloves when cleaning this product. Otherwise, unexpected injuries
may occur.

eThis product is designed as a table and cooking equipment frame. Do not use this product for any
other purposes.

eUse a layout that prevents any product unit with a heat source (e.g. charcoal fire barbecue box or
gas burner) from coming next to a wooden tabletop (e.g. supplied tabletop or bamboo tabletop).
The heat may cause damage to the products or burns. Always use Snow Peak’s stainless steel
tabletop to prevent such products from being used next to heat.

eSelect flat, solid ground for installation. Do not use this product on uneven or inclined surfaces.

eDo not rub the main unit with metal or any hard or sharp objects. Doing so may cause scratches
or peeling of the coating.

eImproper handling may lead to injuries, burns, or damage to products.

eDo not allow this product to fall, drop, or impact against other objects. Sustaining a strong impact
may cause it to break.

eDo not use this product in any unstable condition. Make sure that the leg adjusters are adjusted
to keep the table level. The leg adjuster screws should not protrude more than 5 mm.

eWarping, distortion, and/or cracks may appear on the tabletop of this product depending on the usage

and/or storage conditions. Do not store or use in locations where it can be directly exposed to heat
from heaters or to sunlight over an extended period of time, or inside vehicles during summertime.

eDo not cut anything directly on the tabletop of this product. Doing so could cause scratching.

eDamage to the coating caused by bumping the tabletop of this product or any other reason makes
the product prone to absorbing moisture, which may result in stains, discoloration, warping,
and/or deformation.

eThe surface of the tabletop of this product may fade or discolor with use. Placing a hot object on
one portion of the product may accelerate fading or discoloration.

ePlacing hot pans that have just been taken off the heat onto the tabletop of this product may cause
scorch marks.

eThe tabletop of this product is made of processed and laminated natural bamboo. The color tone
and texture are not consistent. Please enjoy the natural colors and texture.

ePlease be aware that scratches on this product may expose the bare metal surface. Please be
careful when transporting and handling the product.

olf a hot Dutch oven or pot is placed on the tabletop, the heat may cause discoloration or melting
of the coating on the tabletop.

e\When the legs or the support bars are turned , each rubs against the body and exposes the bare
metal surface. Please be aware of this.

Instructions for Use

o This product is designed to be used with the Iron Grill Table (“IGT”) designed as a table and cooking equipment frame. While utmost care is taken for safety, incorrect use may cause accidents such as falling,
fire, and burns.Start use with a good understanding of the above. eSnow Peak’s IGT unit size products can be assembled inside the table frame. The basic unit size is 250 x 360 mm / 9.8" x 14.2" for one unit
(S size) or 500 x 360 mm / 19.7" x 14.2" for two units (W size). You can select and combine various units to enjoy different layouts. eYou can also line up four of the supplied bamboo tabletops for this product
to function as a table instead of assembling any unit item.

[[] Setup and storage (For storage, remove the additional units and turn the main unit upside-down before performing the installation procedure in reverse.)

/ latch completely

Flip the entire table unit back from
the upside-down position and install
it. According to your preferred
layout, place tabletops and/or IGT
unit items on the top.

Turn the main unit upside-down
to erect the leg parts.

Turn the leg parts in the direction of the
arrow to fold out the legs. Do the same to
the leg parts on the other side. The legs
only fold out as far as the support bars
can reach. Trying to forcibly open the legs
further may cause the product to break.

Engage the support bar shown above. (4 locations) Use the leg adjusters to

make the tabletop level.

Maintenance

eBefore using a product that has been in storage for a long time, check each part for abnormalities. If there are abnormalities, take the product to the retailer or contact Snow Peak Customer Service for inspec-
tion or repair. eQuickly wipe off any adhered water or salt and let the product dry completely. eOccasionally apply lubricant to around the bearings, locations that come into contact with the lock notches, and
ground contact points for smooth sliding and rust prevention. When doing so, use caution to prevent oil and grease from adhering to the bamboo parts. eAlways keep the leg attachment parts and the support
bars clean. Opening and closing the legs with sand, dust, and/or dirt may result in the legs getting stuck, not locking properly, or breaking. eWipe off dirt after use and store the product in a well-ventilated
place. eWhen washing, please wash the coating part with neutral detergent, and do not wash with anything containing acidic or alkaline detergent. It may cause the coating to come off or stain

Warranty

Snow Peak has taken all possible measures to ensure every product is durable and functions correctly. If you find any product defects, please contact the retailer where you purchased the product or Snow
Peak Customer Service. If there are apparent defects in the product's manufacturing, the defective product will be repaired or exchanged free of charge. In other cases, Snow Peak will repair the product for
an appropriate fee. The decision to repair or replace the product will be at our discretion. Snow Peak will not repair the product for any damage that occurred due to the following. 1. Material deterioration
caused by age / 2. Damage caused by modifications or rough handling / 3. Damage caused by inappropriate use not mentioned in the instruction manual / 4. Damage caused by unexpected accidents / 5. Any
damage other than defects in the manufacturing process / 6. Damage caused by dust or rust / 7. Damage and defects caused by dismantling the product / 8. Damage and defects caused by dropping, jolting or
other shocks / 9. Deterioration or failure of parts due to friction / 10. Damage caused by the use of the product in combination with another manufacturer's products
