Ensure that there are no other people around you when you open or close the table. o
Take care that your fingers or clothing do not get pinched in the opening in the center of the table when you are opening or closing it. eWhen putting the table away, the metal fittings visible on the
underside are very important parts. If these parts are hit or bumped during transport, deformities may occur that will hinder opening and closing, so please handle with care. elf the locking bar is not set
or the stopper is not fastened, horizontal force on the table may activate the closing mechanism, causing the whole table to collapse. Always set the locking bar and fasten the stopper before using the
table. eOpen and close the table slowly. Forcefully expanding the leg structure puts pressure on it, which will cause damage. Do not sit or lean on the table, as doing so is dangerous. eDo not go
underneath the table when it is set up. eDo not chop or pound food directly on the table. eTake care when transporting the table, as bumps and strong impact will damage the tabletop. eThe tabletop of
this product may become warped, distorted, or cracked depending on its usage conditions and storage conditions. Do not store or use in areas where a heater applies direct heat, areas with direct sunlight
for long periods of time, or in a vehicle in the summertime. eLeaving this product in the rain or in contact with water for an extended period of time will cause the water to permeate its coating, resulting in
staining, discoloration, warping, and/or distortion. eThis product is not meant for permanent use.

This product has a lightweight design, so placing heavy objects on one side may cause it to tip over. #When attaching a Table Top Architect series product to the table,
be sure to read the instruction manual of the corresponding products carefully. eAfter installing any Table Top Architect products, be sure to check the stability of the table before using it. eWhen using
this product, make sure that the tabletop is applied with even force. Do not place objects only on the edges or corners of the tabletop, or put your hands on them when getting up from a chair. The table
may lose its balance and fall over. Use with caution. eDue to the honeycomb structure of the tabletop, dropping heavy or hard objects on its surface may cause holes or dents. Avoid dropping objects
onto the tabletop. eThe legs of this product are black anodized aluminum.

olf the seat is wet, wipe it with dry cloth and dry it before using or storing.

eDry under shade and in a well ventilated area.xNot recommended for washing machine or dryer.

olf the legs squeak when opening and closing the product, lubricate each moving part with a small amount of sewing machine oil or silicon spray.
