Do not leave the
product set up permanently. eSunlight can cause the surface of the product to heat up, potentially
causing low-temperature burns. eDo not assemble or use the product close to a bonfire, fireworks,
etc. Flying sparks can create holes in the fabric. eFirmly hold the product when assembling and
disassembling. Unexpected accidents may occur due to the frame ends recoiling, etc., so ensure that
the surroundings are safe, with no other people in the vicinity. Always assemble/disassemble this
product with two or more people. eFirmly secure the pegs, guy lines, etc. eBecause this product uses
a thin fabric, it may break if you pull the fabric too much. ePlease pay attention to the building tape,
rope, and pegs at your feet. You may catch your foot and fall, leading to an unexpected accident or
injury. eThe inner room has a loop for hanging small items. Please only hang items that weigh less
than 1kg (2.2Ibs). ePlease make sure that the product is sufficiently dry before storing it. elf the wind
is strong, wait for it to subside before disassembling the product. elf you have attached an inner room,
be sure to remove the inner room or any other items from the product before disassembling it. eMist
is a collection of water droplets suspended in the air that turns into condensation in rapidly falling

temperatures. In smaller spaces such as the inside of a tent or shelter, water vapor concentration is
higher than in an ordinary room and frequently results in more condensation. Depending on the
surrounding conditions, it may be impossible to avoid condensation completely, even with waterproof
materials. To reduce condensation, allow steady ventilation while the tent is in use. #The fabric of the
ground sheet is treated with a high-quality, water-repellent finish. However, the level of water-repellent
capacity and durability may vary slightly due to the characteristics of each material. The
water-repellent finish will lose effectiveness after repeated use. When the water repellence decreases,
please use a water-repellent spray purchased from your local outdoor gear retailer. When using such
sprays, please follow the product's instructions. eAlthough this product is made of highly waterproof
PU coating may be damaged by agricultural chemicals, which cause the water pressure resistance to
decrease abnormally. Please note that the product cannot be subject to warranty if damaged by
agricultural chemicals. eWhen the product material is exposed to sunlight for long periods, color
degradation or strength deterioration may occur. Do not leave the product assembled permanently.
olf the material deteriorates due to ultraviolet rays and is badly damaged, it may become irreparable.

Instructions for Use

Setup Procedure

Follow the instructions below to practice setting up and packing up this product several times in order to prepare yourself for the actual
camping. Check in advance that all accessories are supplied. Inadequate setup and packing up may result in damage to the main unit or

the frames and further lead to accidents. Carefully read this document to ensure correct use.

(D Lay the ground sheet inside the Land Nest Shelter with the PU-coated
side (glossy surface) facing up. Check the orientation of this product so
that the shape of the Land Nest Shelter matches that of the ground sheet.

Maintenance

eBefore using a product that has been in storage for a long time, check each part for abnormalities. If
there are abnormalities, take the product to the retailer or contact Snow Peak Customer Service for
inspection or repair. #When using a product that has been in storage for a long time, carefully check
each part. If you have any questions, please contact Snow Peak Customer Service. oA polyester fabric
blend is used for this product. Considering the material characteristics,we adopted processing and
color patterns that will result in less color migration. However, depending on storage conditions, slight
color migration may occur. Do not store the product while it is wet. eBefore storage, the product should
be cleaned and dried sufficiently. If the product is stored when wet, the build-up of mold, bad odors,
color migration, and material deterioration will occur. Dry the product sufficiently in a breezy and
shaded area and clean the surface with a soft brush before storing. ePlease store in a well-ventilated
area away from direct sunlight, high temperatures, and humidity. eSmall areas of fabric damage can

be fixed with repair tape. Please read the repair tape manual carefully before applying. eDepending on
the conditions during use, the product material may deteriorate over a wide area, losing its durability
and becoming irreparable. eSeam tape is pressure-capped at a temperature setting that prevents
damage to the PU coating. However, it may peel off as it is used repeatedly. If peeling is found, set an
iron at a low temperature and reattach only the peeling sections. Be aware that excessive heat will
discolor or accelerate the deterioration of the fabric. If the PU coating peels off completely, it may be
impossible to repair. eSap cannot be easily removed. Do not set up this product under trees that
frequently drop sap. If the sap is forcibly removed with a solvent, etc., the fabric or coating may be
damaged. eTo maximize the longevity of this product, regularly check and maintain the product (includ-
ing all accessories such as the pegs).

Warranty

Snow Peak has taken all possible measures to ensure every product is durable and functions correctly. If you find any product defects, please contact the retailer where you purchased the product or Snow Peak
Customer Service. If there are apparent defects in the product's manufacturing, the defective product will be repaired or exchanged free of charge. In other cases, Snow Peak will repair the product for an
appropriate fee. The decision to repair or replace the product will be at our discretion. Snow Peak will not repair the product for any damage that occurred due to the following:1.Material deterioration caused by
age. / 2.Damage caused by modifications or rough handling. / 3.Damage caused by inappropriate use not mentioned in the instruction manual. / 4.Damage caused by unexpected accidents. / 5. Any damage
other than defects in the manufacturing process. / 6.Damage caused by dust or rust. / 7.Damage and defects caused by dismantling the product. / 8.Damage and defects caused by dropping, jolting or other
shocks. / 9. Deterioration or failure of parts due to friction. / 10. Damage caused by the use of the product in combination with another manufacturer's products.
